 Maintain your dog on a leash at all times in common areas and clean up 

pet waste immediately.

 Winterize the exterior of your unit: remove the water hose, bring out 

your snow shovel and fill flower pots with pinecones.                                 

Check your smoke alarms and carbon monoxide detectors annually.      

Noise should be kept to a minimum during the hours of 10pm to 7am. 

Do not throw cigarette butts onto the common grounds.  Besides looking 

dirty and unkempt, there is a risk of fire even in the winter.                 

 If you smoke in your unit  or on your patio/porch, whether it is tobacco 

or other, be considerate of neighbors and maintain odors within the unit.             

Clean and organize back patio areas.  They are visible from other units.     

No short term rentals.   Provide a copy of the Rules to your tenants and 

contact information for tenants must be provided to Management.           

 Securely bag household trash before placing it in the dumpster and do 

not place furniture, old mattresses, or construction material in dumpsters.
